HAIR SKILL COMPETITION

Cosmetology


(FIRST OR SECOND YEAR STUDENT)

A. Ladies cut and design on mannequin/style 45 min.  

HAIRCUTS MUST BE PREFORMED ON A NEW UNCUT MANNEQUIN HEAD

(If mannequin is pre-cut contestant will lose points in the haircut category)

Drape mannequin with towel or sanex strip cape and cut at least 1 inch over entire head.

1. Time allotted- 45 minutes

2. 200 possible points.

3. Cut and style will be scored as a complete design.

4. Shears, Razor, Thinning shears may all be required. 

5. Blow dryer and thermal tools (curling iron, flat iron, etc...) may be required to complete style.

6. Styling products of choice may be used.

7. Contestant may apply make-up to the mannequin, but they must complete the application during time allocated.

8. Earrings only may be added once the hair design is complete provided it is done with in the time frame allowed.

B. Style on long hair mannequin  1hour.  
Mannequin cannot be pre-rolled or curled prior to the event.

*Hot tools of choice are allowed during this competition.
1. 200 possible points

2. Choice of braiding, rolls, loops twisting, etc.

3. No ornamentations

4. Rubber bands should not be visible

5. Products of choice can be used.

6. New Mannequin must be used (24 inches)

7.  Color can be added prior to event

C. Ladies 90 degree haircut on a mannequin 45 min. 
HAIRCUT MUST BE PREFORMED ON MANNEQUIN HEAD.

Drape mannequin with towel or sanek strip and plastic cape

Time allotted 45 minutes.

1. 200 possible points

2. The steps for the 90 degree haircut must be followed in correct order

3. Cut and style will be scored as a complete design.

4. Shears will be used to complete the haircut.

5. Blow dryer and fingers will be used to complete style.

6. Styling products of choice may be used.

1. Straighten station, leave comb and water bottle

2. Remove hair on the floor after judging.

3. Products can be used.

4. Styling products of choice may be used.

C.  Haircut #2                       45 min. 
1. 200 possible points.

2. Using any implement, remove at least 1 inch of hair off the mannequin, using style pattern from picture as your guide.

3. Sweep hair into mound behind chair.  Remove after judging.

4. Comb hair into place.

4. Perform haircut using the 90 degree haircut.  Blow dry and finger style mannequin upon completion to look like picture.

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HAIRCUTTING CONTEST

(DEMONSTRATION ONLY District and State Levels)

PURPOSE:
To evaluate each contestant’s preparation for employment, and to recognize outstanding students for excellence and professionalism in haircutting.

ELEGIBILITY:
Open to Skills USA-VICA members enrolled in vocational programs with Cosmetology as the occupational objective.  Only 5 contestants are allowed per chapter at District.  First place represents the district in the haircutting skills category; Second and Third- in the technical information test will advance to State.

CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS:

Women: White Dress top, black skirt or pants, black or nude hose or socks with black shoes. White lab coat 

Men:  White work shirt and black pants with black socks and black shoes. White lab coat  

SAFETY REQUIREMENTS:
· All implements are clean and sanitized.

· Contestant must sanitize his or her hands before beginning procedures.

· Will follow all safety and sanitation measures throughout.

· Will follow universal precautions in case or blood spills.

TIME REQUIREMENTS:

WRITTEN TEST                    ----------            25 Questions        - 30 minutes

SKILL CONTEST                   ----------           (2) Haircuts          - 45 minutes each (includes Blow dry)

GENERAL INFORMATION FOR THE HAIRCUT SKILLS

CONTEST
1. Contestants must be in official dress code.

2. Contestants are to provide all working materials, including mannequin with at least 10” hair length, enough to execute a haircut.- New Male mannequin (no facial hair)

3. The Technical Committee will supply pictures.  The Contestant will execute the haircut on his/her mannequin.

4. Only the Contestant, Judges, or Technical Committee Members may touch the head of the Contestant’s mannequin during the contest.

5. Contestants must cut a minimum of 1 inch from the mannequin’s head, using the style pattern or picture provided.  Haircuts less than 1 inch will have points deducted from the Contestant.  Hair must be clean and dry before reporting to the contest site.

6. Contestants may use a blow dryer to complete style.

7. Late Contestants may enter the contest, however they will only have the remaining time allotted for the contest no extra time will be awarded.

         Contestants will demonstrate their ability to perform skills from the following list of 

         Competencies as determined by the Texas Skills USA-VICA Championships Technical 

         Committee.  Orientation will be given prior to start of competition.

a. CUTTING AND SHAPING HAIR
1. Must be able to duplicate/cut and a predetermined style.

2. Must be able to demonstrate or be tested on razor, clipper and/or scissor techniques.

b. WET OR BLOW-DRY STYLING
Must be able to demonstrate either a Blow-dry styling hair with a brush and fingers or place into a wet style reflecting the picture.

CONTEST INSTRUCTIONS:
1. Mannequins and holders will be supplied at the State Level Only.

2. Pictures and technical drawings of various cuts will be given to the contestant’s prior to start of each cut.

3. Contestants will be asked to perform two haircuts on a mannequin, predetermined by judges.

a. Scissors, razor, clippers, and thinning shears may be required to complete each haircut.

b. Blow dryers may be required to complete the blow styling.

c. Contestants must remain in the contest area until judging is complete.

d. Critiquing by the judges will be offered at the end of the contest.
